The Tucson Nationals are a collegiate wood bat summer baseball team
that is a member of the 8team Pacific Southwest Baseball League
(PSWBL). The PSWBL has teams in Bisbee, Casa Grande, Tucson,
Surprise and Yuma. The PSWBL is also a member of theldague
National Baseball Congress and its league champion competes
annually in the NBC World Series that recently celebrated its 75th
Anniversary.

The Nationals roster annually consists of a solid Tucson base along

with top college talent from Arizona and throughout the United States.
The 2009 Nationals roster included NCAA Division 2 Ahmerican

Cody Walden from Armstrong Atlantic University(Savannah, GA),
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(Moraga, CA) and players from top NCAA, NAIA, and Junior colleges.

The mission of the Tucson Nationals baseball organization is to
provide instruction and development to help high school graduates
receive college scholarships and to help college players get prepared
for a potential career in the professional ranks. The Nationals hopes
are that through their efforts they can provide future opportunities for
the players that wear the Nationals uniform. Several players from the
2009 Tucson Nationals received college scholarships through their
play this past summer.




ADVOCATES FOR
STUDENT ATHLETES

The ASA is a noiprofit organization started by the Tucson Nationals
baseball organization. Proceeds from sponsorships and ticket sales
during the season go to aid our efforts with the Advocates for Student
Athletes and to give back to our local community.

Advocates for Student Athletes, Inc. is a ngorofit organization founded in
2008 to assist student athletes financially and educationally. ASA was started
in order to give low income student athletes the opportunity to participate in
sports where they would not have been able to due to financial burdensdore
importantly, at ASA the leadership understands that education is important to
the continuing growth of youth thus making education a priority.

ASA helps student athletes financially by helping the athletes pay for
registration fees associated with organized sports such as Little League
baseball and Pop Warner football ASA understands that registration fees are
not the only expense associated with playing a sport but that the athlete needs
equipment such as cleats, protective cups, and other protective equipment
needed to safely participate in a sport.Through donations from private
individuals and companies and fundraising events, ASA is able to help meet the
financial needs of the student athletes.

Funds are not paid directly to the athlete but rather to the organization in
which the student athlete wishes to participate with to help ensure that funds
are not mishandled. The student athlete is also taken by an ASA volunteer to
purchase equipment necessary for the sport in which the athlete will
participate in.

In terms of the educational aspect, ASA recruits volunteer tutors to help student
athletes succeed academicallyPart of the agreement between the student
athlete and ASA is that the student athlete must maintain a minimum GPA; the
athlete must turn in quarterly progress notes. Should the athlete start to fail
academically he or she will seek the help of a tutor that is available through
ASA.



Tucson Electric Park

All Tucson Nationals home games will be played at TEP.

Tucson Electric Park is the centerpiece of the Pima County Kino Sports Complex, that also includes

a six field practice facility.

Tucson Electric Park has a capacity of 11,000, including 8,000 seats in the main grandstand and
another 3,000 available on the outfield lawn. Tucson Electric Park features a Major League clubhouse
that the Chicago White Sox use during the spring, and clubhouses for visiting clubs and

umpires. Tucson Electric Park has a symmetrical playing surface, measuring 340 feet down each

foul line and 405 to straightaway center field.
